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hen he bought his "50s-style house in the Hollywood hills,
screenwriter Jeff Steinberg knew it needed tender loving
care—and as long as he keeps selling scripts, it's gonna

get it. Last year, David Schwimmer directed Jeff’s film Since
You've Been Gone, which allowed Steinberg to re-do the one
room he found “totally unlivable.” A warren of compartments
with kitschy "50s details, his master bathroom couldn’t have
been more claustrophobic. Although it faced the back of the
house—and views that stretch to the Pacific Ocean—it had
only one window, and that was darkened by fake stained glass.
For architect Tim Andreas, the first priority was letting
Steinberg see the light: Where the window had been, he in-
stalled a floor-to-ceiling glass wall that includes a door to the
garden. And he replaced the bedroom wall with a ranslucent
partition: Its panels of frosted glass, hung on exposed 4-by-6-inch
studs, admit light from the bedroom windows. With barriers
blurred, the once dark bath seems to float in a gossamer
zone between inside and out. And there's even

more light from above, thanks to two skylights.
The newly expansive room features a steam
room/shower. “It’s big enough for ten people—
if I could only find ten people,” Steinberg
jokes. A 5-foot-6-inch row of cabinets and
drawers takes the place of a closet. Says
Andreas: “It seems so much more convenient:
You step out of the shower, brush your teeth,
put your clothes on—all in one space.”
Because the shower is enclosed, dampness
isn’t a problem. There are no doors, however,

between bed and bath; the goal was to create a loftlike space
big enough to hold its own against the house’s 40-foot-long
living room with its dramatic green stone wall.
